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Robinson, a

23-year Air Force

vetaran was shot
down September 20, 1965 and released
February 12 1973 as the war was wind-
ing down and troops were preparing to
withdraw. He and Meil Black, who was in
the same aircraft, are the longest held
enlisted POWSs. Because ofthis Robinson
received the Air Force Cross which ranks
just below the Medal of Honor.

Robinson credits four things with keep-
ing him going during those dark days in
MNorth Vietnam. “Faith in myself. faith in
eachother, faith in my country and faith in
my Heavenly Father 10 see us through ”

Religion played an important part in
his survival. His experiences reminded
him of the difficulties of Bible characters
