In a news breaking press
conference on Monday, Septem-
ber 24, he Knox County Sheriff’s
Department announced that
Johnia Berry’s killer had been
caught. Twenty-two year old Tay-
lor Lee Olson of Knoxville was
indicted by a grand jury on felony
murder, first degree murder, at-
tempted first degree murder and
aggravated burglary in connec-
tion with the Johnia Berry case. 
He is in the Knox County Jail with
a one million dollar bond.

Olson was a person of inter-
est to the Sheriff’s Department
after receiving a tip. During an
arrest on July 27, Olson was
charged with violating his proba-
tion and voluntarily submitted his
DNA. Sheriff Jones thanked
Emerson Breeden and John
Jones of Food City for putting out
the wanted poster and helping
them get so many tips.

Knox County Sheriff detec-
tives have interviewed over one
thousand people in connection
with the case as well as submit-

ted over 400 DNA samples. 
Hundreds of tips were received
with each one investigated by a
detective who was assigned full
time to the case.

Olson has a criminal record
in both Knox and Sevier Coun-
ties.

Sheriff Jimmy “J.J.” Jones
said the solving of this case was
the result of cooperation be-
tween many agencies—the TBI,
FBI and the District Attorney
General’s Office. “This is a prime
example of what can happen
when law enforcement agencies
work together. I thank all those
agencies and appreciate all the
professional, dedicated men
and women of the Sheriff’s Of-
fice who worked countless hours
to solve this homicide. It’s impos-
sible to tally the hundreds and
hundreds of hours spent to bring
this to a conclusion. Our thoughts
and prayers are with the Berry
family as they now may be able
to find some peace knowing
Johnia’s killer has been caught.”

In other action, the com-

The 
donation by Legacy Parks 
Foundation has been on 
and off the agenda since 
May.

The commission may 
also give the fi nal reading 
to approve repealing and 
replacing the litter portion 
of the county charter, cre-
ating a litter control offi -
cer, and placing specifi c 
fi nes on various forms of 
littering including posted 
signs on utility poles and 
right-of-ways and dump-
ing.

The Knoxville City Council, 
meeting on the night that saw all 
fi ve members seeking re-elec-
tion being elected, voted with-
out debate to continue all city 
districts in the same footprint as 
before. As the need to redistrict 
was deemed unneeded, the vote 
was unanimous.

Mayor Indya Kincannon said 
that while the city is growing each 
district is maintaining a popula-
tion within permissible bounds. 

Two zoning issues saw much 
debate but both eventually 
passed. An application by Van 

Smith Group LLC to change the 
North City Sector Plan barely 
passed in a 5-4 vote. Council then 
passed the request, to change 
property on Kingwood Road from 
RN-2 Single Family Residential to 
RN-4 General Residential Neigh-
borhood, in a 7-2 vote. Residents 
attended the meeting to speak 
about the density of the develop-
ment and urge the zoning to be 
RN-3 instead. 

Kingwood Road runs between 
Cedar Lane and Fountain Road in 
Fountain City. 

Apartments were approved in 
Inskip for 4755 Romeo Way and 
4810 Elder Road. The 66-unit 
development passed because 

the properties were exempt from 
the neighborhood’s no-apart-
ments ruling a few years ago 
at the request of the proper-
ty owners. Councilman Charles 
Thomas said it was a “compli-
cated” issue and that he felt it 
was more dense than necessary. 
Eventually, after public speakers 
for and against the apartments 
made their cases, the council 
voted unanimously to allocate $ 
1,980,000 from the Affordable 
Rental Development Fund to the 
developer. 

The council also voted to give 
the Appalachian Mountain Bike 
Club $3,000 for its 12th Annual 
Fall Fest on a request from Parks 

and Recreation and to sell one 
parcel of property at 2500 East 
Glenwood Avenue to Roscoe 
Millie Inc. as part of the Home-
makers Program. 

Councilwoman Seema Singh 
moved to divide the Operating 
and Capital Budget into sepa-
rate paragraphs and vote on 
each one. The other council mem-
bers didn’t agree and the vote to 
divide failed 2-7. The ordinance, 
to amend the budgets for the cur-
rent fi scal year, passed 7-1-1. 

The city council also directed 
COVID-19 funds from the Ameri-
can Rescue Plan Act to provide 
transportation, programming 
and services to meet the needs 

of citizens. The $2 million was 
requested by the administration. 

The Woodland Avenue Com-
plete Street Project was 
approved with the city funding $ 
720,000 and the state contribut-
ing $2,880,000. The Old Broad-
way Sidewalk Project budget was 
increased by $105,600 to bring 
the total to $443,300. The dead-
line for the project was set for 
December 31st.

They also voted to execute a 
grant agreement with the federal 
government’s HOME Investment 
Partnerships Program for $4.08 
million as part of the American 
Rescue Plan Grant.

The search for Knox County Schools’ 
next superintendent is taking shape 
as board members Betsy Henderson, 
Evetty Satterfi eld and Patti Bounds are 
on the committee to fi nd a replacement 
for KCS Superintendent Bob Thomas, 
who will retire on June 30, 2022.

The board is seeking community input 
as well as the opinion of classifi ed and 
certifi ed faculty.

The hope is to identify Thomas’ 
replacement by March and the school 
board has enlisted the Tennessee 
School Boards Association and TSBA 
Executive Director Tammy Grissom to 
help perform the search.

The board will vote on a proposed 
timeline for the search at its regular ses-
sion meeting Wednesday at the City-
County Building. The meeting begins at 
5 p.m.

Under the proposed timeline, the 
search will be conducted this month into 
early December.

After this week’s vote, the board will 
begin an online survey for feedback. The 
survey will be posted on the KCS web-
site on Nov. 11 and most members are 
hoping to conduct and conclude com-
munity meetings before Winter Break.

But board member Jennifer Owen 
thinks that may be a bit hasty.

“I don’t think that will be enough time,” 
Owen said. “Can we extend it another 
month?”

But Satterfi eld, the board co-chair 
who is also chairing the search commit-
tee, said that the board must act quickly 
to ensure that the TSBA can recruit the 
most qualifi ed candidates.

“We could extend it by another month, 
but there will be a sacrifi ce,” Satterfi eld 
said. “If we do that, we’ll lose time to 
recruit or we may lose a candidate.

“We have a shortage of teachers and 
we also have a shortage of superinten-
dents.”

When the Knoxville City Coun-cil meets Tuesday it will consider a Finance Department request to raise the hotel-motel occupancy tax and amend the uses of the proceeds.

It will consider changing the city charter involving parking vio-lations, penalties and metered parking. Municipal enforcement officers of the Public Building Authority could be empowered to tow and impound any vehicle on public property. Both items are the first of two required readings.Also on first reading is a Habitat for Humanity housing project for 4325 Pinehurst Drive with some residents objecting to the proj-ect. The change would take the former church property from an office zoning to an RN-2, general neighborhood residential, zoning.The council will also vote to give a tax break to Origin Development Partners LLC for a development going in at Zero Hill Avenue and Zero Locust Street. The PILOT tax break involves four pieces of property there.
The contract with Barge Design Solutions Inc. may get an addi-tional $80,100 for the Chapman Highway Multimodal Project, bringing the total to $294,600.A Homelessness Demonstra-tion Program grant of $1.7 mil-lion may go to support the Youth Advisory Board and the efforts of six subgrantee organizations. Jowers Cleaning Service may get a $180,280 contract to clean and service outdoor restrooms locat-ed in city parks.

Zoning change requests involve 4720 West Martin Mill Pike from RN-1 to RN-2; a change from Office to Neighborhood Com-mercial is being requested for 0 Lifespring Lane; and Cherokee Country Club wants to change the zoning at 531 Lyons View Pike from Medium Density to “Other Open Space” for part of the prop-erty.
The property at 1524 Riverside Road may change from RN-1 to RN-2.

The administration is request-ing $5.9 million go to Knoxville’s Community Development Corpo-ration for the construction of the Old City Streetscapes, the Willow Avenue Streetscapes and the Sta-dium Public Space.
The council is being asked by the Knoxville Fire Department to update the city code to adopt the 2024 International Fire Code and to review plans, inspections, and fee collections and penalties for violators of the codes.

	 The Focus will not be responsible for errors appearing in 
advertisements that are placed too late for proofs to be 
submitted or for errors due to late delivery of printing 
material from the advertiser or from a third party desig-
nated by the advertiser as a source of printing material.

	 Cancellations, changes of insertion dates and/or correc-
tions must conform to published deadlines.

	 When any part of an account for advertising becomes 
delinquent, the entire amount owed shall become due 
and payable and the advertiser’s agreement may be ter-
minated by The Focus. In the events of such termination, 
the advertiser shall pay for the space actually used at the 
appropriate rates earned according to the then-current 
rate schedule.

	 The Focus advertising agreements are not transferable by 
the advertiser of their agency. Incorrect rates or condi-
tions on insertion orders that do not correspond to ad-
vertising contract will be regarded as clerical errors and 
the advertisements will be published and charged for at 
the applicable rate.
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
